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GLOBAL AUTUMN/WINTER 06 COLLECTION

This Autumn/Winter 2006, Ted Baker’s Global Collection draws its inspiration from France’s illustrious era, the
17th century and the reign of Louis XIV. Ted has taken the pomp, splendour and delicate detail from the Grand
Sie'8fcle and Versailles, to blend with an autumnal colour palette brought to life with vivid highlights. This eccentric
mix of history and society surrounding le Roi Soleil and his nation has been underpinned by British culture, with
traditional country inspiration taking modern twists.

This season, jackets are given a new silhouette with an SB1 with a very low break. Ted offers a blend of the brooding
romantic with the country gent. Velvet and Flannel are key fabrics and sit beside rural check and Donegal, each
given a Ted twist. The low lapel purple woollen SB1 jacket with overlaying broad checks in pink and deep purple
velvet piping can be casually teamed with denim jeans or bright corduroy trousers for a smarter statement. Ted’s
velvet jackets are SB2 and proud in aubergine and green or for an alternative animal skin look, Ted has created a
low lapel velvet conker brown jacket with tonal silk print watermarks. Global’s seasonally bespoke tiepins boast a
bronzed floral print.

Suiting continues to stay true to Ted’s heritage features that include angle pockets, buttons made from horn with
floral embossing, side vents, and welt pockets but stand proud with distinctive overlapping ticket pockets and angled
buttonholes. The use of creative pinstripe detail is highlighted in both the charcoal herringbone SB2 that features
a double pinstripe, a wide chocolate stripe and a thinner second stripe in bright blue as well as a black base SB2
suit which flaunts a bold bouclé'8e pinstripe in a fuchsia wool. Put the fun into dressing by flashing the lining,
which is now brighter with contrasting panels of iridescent maroon, orange, gold, purple and aubergine or stand
your collar up to parade the felt underside in block fluorescent orange, pink, blue or green.

Shirts are presented in a riot of autumnal colours and patterns, even needle cord is taken to a new dimension when
combined with a paisley print in brighter colours. A dobby check shirt in chocolate features a contrasting bright
check print in a purple, emerald, turquoise and hot pink. The yoke and inner cuffs contrast with a paisley print
in turquoise. Alternatively, choose a shirt with bold stripes in chocolate, sandstone beige, petrol blue and hot pink.
Depicting Louis XIV’s favoured sun emblem, the shirt boasts an overlaying chocolate delicately embroidery on
both the front panel and cuffs. The bespoke cufflinks mirror the tiepins in a bronzed floral design.

The decoration and the intricate cacophony of images from the ‘Sun King’s’ reign are reflected in Global’s jerseywear.

The super-soft jersey is available in coffee, French navy, emerald green and hot pink. Visuals are bold with motifs
and diamantes. Prints of musketeers sit with a strap line of ‘Cavalier Attitude’, whilst a mirrored Victorian image
is iridescent and decorated with diamantes.

The colour palette is filled with autumn shades of brown, coffee, aubergine and maroon. Ted uses highlighting
colours of hot pink, bright purple and emerald green to add a contemporary punk edge whilst introducing winter
blues into his suiting, shirting and jersey.

Comprised solely of limited edition and luxury pieces, Global is designed for the confident and stylish man who
wants to flee the monotony of everyday fashion. A combination of the finest materials and intricate detailing creates
a decadent collection, with each piece as exclusive as it’s owner.
