FORMALWEAR, MAINLINE & JEAN

Taking the stylish man from day to night, Ted Baker’s Mainline Collection separates into three distinct divisions
– casual ‘Jean’, smart ‘Mainline’ and fashion-led ‘Formalwear’.  This Autumn/Winter 2006, ‘Formalwear’ takes
inspiration from Positive-Negative – a reflection of the colour palette using opposite colours to great visual effect.
 ‘Jean’ and ‘Mainline’ are both inspired by an eclectic mix of uniforms – including gothic soldier, urban prep and
homespun rancher.

Formalwear
For Autumn/Winter, Ted offers a formalwear collection filled with fashion-forward tailoring in brooding colours.
The look is sharp, intense and dark, created through the use of colour and more defined silhouettes with harsh
colour contrasts to bring the collection alive.  Formalwear suiting is a slim fit in sombre shades and offers intricate
detailing, such as a welt pocket and buttonholes finished by hand.  Outerwear offers a sleek finish with mohair
formal coats, with a choice of metallic silver or bronze running through.  The outerwear range has refined detailing
through top jets and buttonholes in satin and satin piping along the edges and down the side panels.  Create a dark
poetic look with the navy blue military coat – historically inspired with a military leather buckle, buttons, pockets
and waist adjuster.  The colour palette is tonal blacks and winter shadow-shades.
Key Pieces: Historically inspired military coat in navy; a slim-fit SB2 welt ticket pocket suit in jet black; a double
cuff slim-fit shirt in chocolate brown highlighted with multi-tonal hairline pinstripes in colours fading from plum
into blue, green, pink and finally orange; a single cuff slim-fit shirt with bold chocolate and cream stripes overlaid
with a floral print and brightening pinstripes in fuchsia, baby pink, jade and lime.

Mainline & Jean
Gothic Soldier: Military styling returns with a vengeance.  This sharp range is filled with military paraphernalia.
Double-breasted mid-thigh jackets flatter slim trousers with patch pockets.  Removable epaulettes run through the
range and compliment piping detail, over-dyed medal braids and military pocket details.  Single and two-button
collars are presented with a deeper and longer collar point and stand.  Jersey is offered in a military underwear style
with Henley necklines.
Key pieces: Tweed slim leg Russian military trousers with patch pocket in charcoal; a long-sleeved slim fit jacquard
shirt with epaulettes in green pesto; a long-sleeved jersey v-neck with shirt collar and epaulettes; v-neck jersey with
heraldic print and three military pips on the shoulder in port red.

Urban prep: With a combination of private-school cool and clean-cut classics, Urban Prep creates a range of timeless
men’s dress.  This smart story has an elegant feel through opulent textures and defined silhouettes, but reinvented
with refreshing zingy colours.  ‘Preppy Oxford’ comes through in stripes, Argyll knits and rich prints.  Flashes of
vibrant colour are injected into the stripes on geeky polo shirts and fine gauge knitwear to add a contemporary
twist.  V-necks are key in wool and cashmere and compliment chunkier jumpers.  Trousers are slim fit and are
teamed with cardigans or tank tops.  For a more directional look, Oxford weaves are offered in shocking contrasts
and prints are over stripes and patterns.
Key pieces:  A low-break striped cardigan in navy, grey and highlighting cobalt blue; slim fit pinstripe trousers in
chocolate brown; a soft pink, grey and powder blue fine stripe crew-neck knit.

DevoTED to pioneering and innovation, Ted introduces the MK3 – the ultimate essential suit for modern living,
made from luxury wools to stand the test of time.  Evolved from his staple MK2 line, the MK3 is smarter, lighter
and sharper - bringing you the best in performance fabrics and contemporary designs.

For the modern man, the MK3 has a slimmer silhouette.  Created from a super 120s high-twist wool, the suit is
perfect for those that travel by minimising creasing.  The yarn, through suction and condensing, is ‘tighter’ thus
generating a cleaner and smoother finish.  The yarn is scientifically advanced and stronger.  Outstanding comfort
is secured through both the suit’s super-light construction and the luxury wool’s natural stretch.

The MK3 has brand new internals, with a 100% CUPRO BEMBURG lining, and the introduction of a MK3
jacquard.  Cupro is a completely natural cellulose fibre drawn from cotton.  This luxurious cloth reveals a unique
brightness in the way it takes colour and holds drape and form naturally enhancing the flow of the outer fabric.
Cupro ‘breathes’ providing great thermal properties – cool in summer and warm in winter.  The MK3 features the
signature ‘interior’ function pockets, with individual icon labels, but with a difference.  The pen/comb, wallet and
mobile phone pockets now sit alongside newly added pockets for your MP3 player/ I.D. and a fine jet for business
cards.

The suit designed as both SB2 and SB3, is being launched with or without AMF stitching and features angled
pockets for a modern look.  The buttons are made from Corozzo, with the cuff button closest to the wrist, lasered
and highlighted in red.  Emphasising this, the Columbia stitching is also vivid red.  Available in black, navy, charcoal,
chocolate and taupe, each MK3 suit comes with an emergency phone charger and business card holder.

New updates include:

Sterling: Ted’s eccentric English suit is for the country gent – available in Flannel, Prince of Wales check, herringbone
weave, this suit is bolder.

DeconstrucTED: Ted’s relaxed tailoring offering.  This suit has been constructed with fewer components, this
creating a softer shoulder and lighter shape.  Through flannel and lambswool, Ted creates a softer vintage look.

Singles: Ted’s collection of jacket combinations is available this season in velvet pinstripe, soft needle cord, and
flannel.  Each comes with a throat tab or storm flap.
